
LEARNING AT WASHBURN TECH
This online program will prepare you to be a 
productive member of a manufacturing team. 
Instruction includes manufacturing processes 
and production, maintenance, safety and
quality control. It also will prepare you to 
take the Manufacturing Skills Standards 
Council (MSSC) certification exams. Upon 
completion, you will earn a 14-credit-hour 
technical certificate and be eligible to take 
the MSSC tests. Please note, this program is 
offered online as well as at Fort Riley. It is not 
financial aid eligible but does qualify for the 
Kansas Promise Scholarship.

JOB AND SALARY OUTLOOK
Area manufacturers report being challenged 
to find enough workers for their operations. 
More opportunities are available to those with 
relevant education and training. The average 
salary for an entry-level helper/production 
worker is  $12.09 an hour or $25,140 annually,

according the Kansas Department of Labor. 
The average wage is $14.61 an hour or $30,400 
annually.

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS
Students are required to take the Accuplacer 
test and score a minimum of 4 in both reading 
and math. Other assessments or college 
coursework can be accepted in place of 
Accuplacer. Please see an admissions counselor 
for details. You must complete an application and 
submit a copy of official transcripts.
